Meeting came to order at 7:40.

Dr. Simmons showed a whiteboard presentation on the school’s report card. This was the performance to date of all Nesaquake students’ state testing scores. In the 2008/2009 school year for ELA there was a 95% rate of all students scoring a 3 or 4. In Math there also was a 95% rate of students scoring 3 or 4. Finally in the Science state assessment 93% of the students scored 3 or 4. This year’s ELA will be held the last week in April. Math, Science and Social Studies will be held in May and June.
Mr. McNeil spoke about the Arts in Ed programs. He said that the Starlab had to be rescheduled but went very well. He also spoke about “Caught being kind” program. The first week in March students did acts of kindness. Monday was a food drive, Tuesday was custodial appreciation, Wednesday and Thursday was teacher appreciation and Friday was wear Pink against bullying.
Vanessa Star gave the President’s report. March 17th is Virtual Lobby day for PTA. She also spoke about a PTA conference “Let’s Move hosted by first lady Michelle Obama.  A new law called “Denise’s law is being rallied by Senator Foley. It’s a law that allows parents to put their child in rehab or detox. Finally she told everyone about “Family Day” which will be on September 27, 2010, its national eat dinner with your children day.
The Council Delegate’s report was also given by Vanessa. Smithtown Idol rescheduled to April 18, due to snow day. Any graduates for high school east or west that are in the armed forces, the teacher’s association will be sending care package to them.
Debbie Coppola gave the treasurer’s report. There is a balance of $43,202.56 in the checkbook. That includes the yearbook money which is about $6,310. We also have to pay the Cultural Arts bill of $14,000.
