PRINCIPALS REPORT
Dr. Simmons spent a great deal of time discussing the possible school closings and the potential closing of Nesaquake being the least likely scenario.  The district is facing approximately 11% cuts in school aid for next year.  There was discussion about the unappropriated fund balance.  This fund is there for emergencies, such as the ceptic issues at Branch Brook Elementary. If the fund is depleated, as the governor suggests, we will take a much bigger hit with the proposed 2% tax cap when that goes into effect.  Each of the 3 elementary schools that are being discussed have different scenarios for feeder patters.  The first step is to decide what school will be closed. 
All the lockers faces will be replaced over the February break.  Lockers must be empty before the break.  This is being done at no expense to the PTA or the district because the faces of the lockers were defective.
